Interview Times:

On days that the dancers are not traveling and are at a hotel, the best time for interviews are between 10:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m. local time.

We are trying to avoid any interviews on travel days; but if necessary, pending approval, interviews will take place later in the afternoon, approximately 1:30 p.m. and after, local time.

Press Opportunities:

Although we will endeavor to meet publicity requests, this may not always be possible due to the demands placed on the dancers by the heavy touring schedule. The company manager must approve all publicity, which needs to be reconfirmed the day before the interview.

Live Television Performance (Studio) - 14 Days Notice
In addition to standard TV interviews, lead dancers can perform Planet Ireland as showcased in St. Marks Square; the piece runs for approximately four minutes.  To accomplish this, we will require the following:

· Area required:  8’ x 8’

· Remote controlled CD player, operated by LOTD technician, no one else!

· Changing area at the studio for the dancers.

· Water, soda, coffee, snacks.

· Transportation.

· Proper flooring is required.  See flooring section of guidelines for details.

Print / Radio – 24 hours notice
Please remember that this is a traveling cast of Lord of the Dance and that the best times for these interviews are later in the day

Publicity at the Venue – 24 hours notice
We can offer publicity at 5pm most load-in days at the venue (subject to union and venue policy).  Cast members can be interviewed in the house or on the pit with the troupe stretching or rehearsing in the background.  We would also be able to offer two of the music only performance numbers, Siamsa or Warlords (approximately 4 – 5 minutes of footage).

As always the shooting of the first 8-min of the show is always encouraged.  

Master Classes – 21 days notice
For markets with more than one performance, Master Classes can be offered; however, a request must be sent in writing so the class can be approved by the show’s producers. A typical master class involves five lead dancers from the show.  They will attend the class of 20-60 students (kids to teens) for 90 minutes:

15 minutes: introductions

60 minutes: instruction 

15 minutes: Q&A

Transportation needs to be provided for cast members and the company manager.  Refreshments, especially water, should be provided as well.  

Proper flooring is required.  See flooring section of guidelines for details.

Note: This is strictly for publicity purposes. The dance studio is not permitted to charge ADMISSION to this class. Dancers can not accept money to participate.
Michael Flatley “Promising Young Dancer Award” – 45 days notice
The Michael Flatley ”Promising Young Dancer Award” is a great human interest story.  This would be executed in markets for tour stops of at least three days or more.  Irish Dancers in the region, limited to ages 12 through 18, would be asked to submit a videotape (**they can’t be returned**) of a performance and a questionnaire for consideration to receive the award.  The three best tapes from all submissions will be picked by Tellem Worldwide and sent to Michael so he could choose a winner or Tellem can choose the winner and send Michael the tape.  

The winner receives:

- a phone call from Michael Flatley congratulating him or her on the award

- a plaque or certificate from Michael and Lord of the Dance

- a pair or four tickets to the show

- an opportunity to meet the cast

- a back stage tour

- a private dance lesson with one of the lead dancers from the show

- TV/Radio/Print interviews with the local press

- transportation to and from the show

The phone call from Michael is extremely important as it shows his genuine involvement with the program.  It will be beneficial for media and good publicity if Michael shows interest and involvement with the award winner.   If the winner receives any media attention, they can say that Michael and the winner have spoken.

Media Opps:

A press release about the local competition

Advance publicity about the winner with print/radio and TV interviews

On-site publicity with LOTD Dancers and winner together

Flooring – IMPORTANT!!!

Stage quality flooring is necessary for any press event and must meet the following conditions.  The dance area should be wooden, flat, level, and free of obstructions.  Performers cannot dance on carpet, concrete or slippery surfaces!  We recommend using plywood in these situations, which generally can be secured to the above-mentioned surfaces.  There should be no treatment (i.e., Varnish) on the wood; it should be on the floor (not raised) to prevent falling.  It should also have the ability to be amplified (a microphone at the front of staging is fine).  The stage size should be 20' X 18' (for 4 performers -- this can be adjusted down based on the number of performers).  Pictures of flooring are not required, but preferred before confirming the event.

Michael Flatley’s Lord of the Dance performers may NOT:

1. Wear costumes outside of the performance (unless approved for TV or community appearance).

2. Teach steps to a host or interviewer.  A dancer may demonstrate various steps used in the production, but not to music.

3. Perform a number or a segment from the show outside of the theatre. 

4. Talk about Michael Flatley other than to mention that it is his show or that they have worked with him.

5. Mention any other Irish dance productions they may have been in.

Michael Flatley’s Lord of the Dance performers CAN:

1. Talk about their training and heritage.  

2. Talk about what other activities they are involved with at home or in the community.  

3. Talk about the role in the production or comment on approved video “B-roll” shown during the interview.  

Additional Guidelines:

1. TV crews may only shoot the first eight minutes of the show.  We encourage them to use the B-roll whenever possible.

2. Still photography is NOT allowed during a show.  Set-up shots may be arranged with at least 24 hours notice.

3. No one is allowed backstage 30 minutes before show time or 15 minutes post show, unless prior approval is granted from company manager.

Programs

Items that can be included in the program are:

1) Plot description

2) List of characters

3) List of acts and dance numbers

4) Michael Flatley's bio 

5) Marie Duffy's bio

6) Ronan Hardiman’s bio

7) Lord of the Dance Logo

Items that cannot be included in the program are:

1) Actors Bios

2) No Production Shots

3) No Graphics (other than the Lord of the Dance Logo)
